1. Call to Order –The meeting was called to order at 4:00 pm 

2. Calling of roll and determination of a quorum.

-All 5 board members were present-Gene Christian, Jerry Carpenter, Julie Hile, Chris Prue, Richard Dowdy, as well as owners either in person or via teleconference: Carmen Higgs, Marty Hile, Tom Czeczil, Richard Armbruster, and John McClung.
3. Proof of posting of Notice of Meeting-confirmed by affidavit regarding the posting noted at the bottom of the minutes and related agenda.
4. Reports of Officers or Committees, or Management:
President’s Status Report on Recently Identified Plumbing Repairs-Repairs will proceed in the very near future at the juncture of the common property vertical main supply pipe and the unit 401E shutoff valve where a leak has been detected and reported, after BOD member Richard Dowdy confirms with Plumb Better their approx $1,000 quote will be all inclusive of any difficulties encountered to hopefully avoid higher $2,200 approximate bid from a different plumber who would cut out a pipe section and insert a t style juncture or shark bite style fitting as a more expensive repair/replace option on this common element leak.  Regarding the leak in the main water pump room (in the garage) at one of the fittings just above the pump, no written quotes have yet been received although several plumbers have looked at the repair, some deciding the repair is outside the scope of their limitations, and one who is waiting willing but waiting on part quotes from his supplier.
The president also reported GV will monitor what appears to be a small but new leak near a closet in unit 801W related possibly to the mansard component of the roof system.

Old Business-

5. Status of contract for beach services with Aquatic Adventures. 

Chris Prue reported the vendor will supply 30 sets of rental chairs with a $400 full summer season rental rate to owners per pair of chairs, and will pay the association the same rate as last year, being $3500 paid in two lump sum payments of $1750 each in April and July.  Also the vendor will supply a phone number (to be posted on the owners’ association website) so that any 
concerns or issues can be reported by owners as they arise, for quick remedy by the management at Aquatic Adventures.

6. Discussion on status of vendor for metal roof replacement contract/construction management including contract requirements and conditions.

Julie Hile reported clarification was received from Victor Bowman, architect, project candidate, who stated he could not separate his services between design and project management, because he needs to see the project through from beginning to end.

New Business-

7. Discussion and possible action to review and/or give notice of termination of pool maintenance contract with Gulfview.

Julie Hile motioned to terminate the pool maintenance contract (with a 30 day notice), Jerry Carpenter seconded, and four board members voted yes with one no vote from Richard Dowdy.  Estimated annual savings $2,640 for pool service contract with Field Day pool service vendor compared to current pool contract with Gulfview.  Chris Prue noted that pool equipment deficiencies should be taken care of and paid for through available reserves.
8. Discussion and possible action to select new pool vendor:

Julie Hile motioned to hire Field Day, Jerry Carpenter seconded, and vote was unanimous.

9. Discussion and possible action to select attorney to represent Aquavista of Panama City Beach Owner’s Association, Inc.

Two attorneys/firms to replace the Burke Blue firm were closely considered, being Brian Hess and Dunlap Shipman, but after Jerry Carpenter nominated Brian Hess, GV noted they had engaged in prior years the partner of Brian Hess, Steven Applebaum, so Dunlap Shipman was the remaining option and had offered a $1,000 base package.  Julie Hile motioned to engage/retain Dunlap Shipman, Chris Prue seconded, and vote was unanimous.
10. Discussion and possible action to enter into contract, either variable rate or fixed rate, with FPL Energy Services for natural gas service for Aquavista.

Current natural gas rates are quite low compared to the last few years and currently Aquavista’s gas usage is billed under a contract between FPL and GV, whereas a new contract would be directly between FPL and AV at a historically low rate for either variable or fixed, Gene recommends a fixed rate.  Jerry Carpenter so motioned, Julie Hile seconded, vote was unanimous.
11. Adjournment 

Julie Hile motioned adjournment, Jerry Carpenter seconded, unanimous vote yes at 5:36pmPosting: The original notice for this meeting was posted on the 15th day of Jan. 2016, at 3:00 p.m. on the community property and/or published in accordance with the bylaw and statutory requirements.
